Eligibility of Applicants

The competition is open to black tags (1% Kup) and above. All dan grades must
hold a WTF Kukkiwon dan certification. Competitors MUST be holders of a full
British Passport to be eligible to compete in the dan grade (Saturday)
competition.

BTCB Insurance & Membership

All competitors must have a valid BTCB licence and insurance; numbers will be
checked with Membership Services. All competitors should check that their
insurance is valid and ensure that February renewals are mailed to Membership
Services with enough time to be processed and returned back before the
competition closing date. All Competitors MUST bring their valid BTCB licence
book to the competition for inspection.

Cateqories
This year there is a new individual male and female category of 3" Masters to

reflect the international competition categories. All other categories remain the
same. Please note that competitor age is based on year of birth and not
age at the competition date.

Spectators
This year there will be a charge for spectators: £4 for adults and £2 for children.

Applications
Participants must enter under their club — as designated by the club number on

their BTCB licence. Clubs cannot combine or compete as an association or
squad. Applications received after the closing date will not be accepted.

Rules

WTF judging rules will be used, and International Judges have been invited to
attend.

Full WTF Uniforms must be worn, please note that competitors are representing
their club and no Great Britain doboks will be allowed.

Females must wear a visible white T-shirt under their dobok.

1% Round: All competitors (+18 competitors)

2" Round: At least 50% of the competitors (7-18) (including competitors with
equal scores).

Final: Maximum 6 competitors (highest scores).

Competition Format - Poomsae

All competitors must know all the Poomsae from their 1* and 2" Compulsory
lists. The competition may include Poomsae from BOTH of these lists
regardless of which round and number of competitors.

Set Poomsae and number of Poomsae each round will be announced 3 days
before (Wednesday 2™ February) —Emails to Club Coach and BTCB Website.

Awards
15, 2™ and 3" Place awards shall be made for each category. Club Awards will
also be given for 1%, 2" and 3" Place. Competitors are allowed to mix clubs for

synchrons and pairs but club points shall be split.

For Team awards:
1% Place = 9 points, 2" Place = 6 points, 3" Place = 3 points

Selection Criteria

The BTCB National Poomsae Championships, is the first ranking competition for
selection points for the National Poomsae Squad. For more information on the
selection procedure please see the BTCB website or contact a member of the
Poomsae Committee.

Protests

Any protests must be made by the club coach within 10 minutes of the end of
the contest to the Head Judging Coordinator: Grandmaster TW Shin. The
Protest fee is £75 (refunded if protest is won).
